Article 4
General obligations

1. States Parties undertake to ensure and promote the full realizaticn of alf
hurmao rights and fundamental freedoms for all persons with disahilities
without discrimihation of any kind on the basis of dl.sa’bth‘ry To ﬂus end States
Parties indertake;

() To underiake or promote reaearch and development of, and to
promote the availability and use of new technologies, including information
and communications technologies, mobility aids, devices and assistive
technologies, suitable for persons with disabilites, giving prionty to
techoelogies at an affordable cost; '

facilities:

() To promote the training of professionals and staff working with

Party to the present Convention pursuant to law, conventions, regolation or
custom on the pretext that the present Convention does not recognize such
rights or fresdoms or that it recognizes them to a lesser extent.

5.  The provisions of the present Convention shall extend to all parts of
federal States without any limitations or exceéptions.

Article &
Equality and nen-discrimination

1. States Parties recognize that all persons are equal before and under the
law and ore entitled without any discrimination to the equal protectiofn and
equal benefit of the law.

2. States Parties shall prohibit all discrimination on the basis of disabiliny
and guarantee to persons with disabiliies equal and effective legal pmtecnon
against discrimination on all grounds, _

3. In order to promote equality and climinate discrimination, States Parties
shall take all appropriate steps to ensure that msunab]e amummndaum 15
provided.

4, Specific measures which are necessary to accelerate or achieve de facto
equality of persone with disabilities shall not be cnnsadered dizcrimination
under the terms of the present Convention. :

Article 6
Women with disahilitles

1. States Parties recognize that women and girls with disabilities are
subject 1o muttiple dism‘iminan'un, and in this regard shall take measures to
enzure the full and equal cnjoyment by them of all human righs and
fundamenta! freedoms.

2. States Parties shall take all sppropriate measures to ensure the full
development, advancement and empowerment of wemen, for the purpose of
guaranteelng them the exercise and enjoyment of the human rghts and
ﬁmdamental freedoms set out in the present Convention.

Article 7
Children with disabllities

1. States Parﬁes shall take all necessary measures to ensure the full
emjoyment by children with disabilities of all human rights and fundamentni
freedoms on an equal basis with other children.
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2. In all actions concerning children with disabilities, ihe best interests of
the child shall be a primary consideration.

3. States Parties shall ensure that children with disabilities have the right to
express their views freely on all matters affecting them, thewr views being -
given due weight in accordance with their age and maturity, on an 2qual basis
with other children, and 1o be provided with disability and age- appmpnate
assistance to realize that right.

1.  To enable persons with disabilities to live independently and pardcipate
fully in all aspects of 1iff, States Parti¢s shall take appropriate measures to
emsure to persons with disabilities access, on an equal basis with others, to the
physical environment, to ransportation, to information end communications,
including information end communications technologies and systems, and to
other facilities and services open or provided to the public, both in urban and
in rural areas. These measurss, which shall include the identification znd
elitnination of obstacles and barriers to accessibility, shall apply to, inter alia:

(a) Buildings, roads, transportation end other indoor and outdoor
facilities, including schools, housing, medical facilities and workplaces;

(4) Information, ::urnmumcatmua and other services, inchuding
electronic services and emergency services,

minimum standards and guidelines for the accessibility of facilites and
services open or provided to the publie; :

conflict, humanitarian emergencies and the ccourrence of natural disasters,

recognition everywhere as persons before the law., |

2. States Parties shall recognize that persons with disabilities enjoy legal
capacity on an egual basiz with others in all aspects of life.

4. States Parties shall ensure that all measures that relate to the exercise of
lega! capacity provide for appropriate and cffective safeguards to prevent
abuse in accordance with international human rights law. Such safeguards shall
ensire that measuces relating to the exercise of legal capacity respect the
rights, will and preferenicos of the person, are free of conflict of interest and
undue influence, are proportional and tzilored to the person’s circumstances,
apply for the shortest titne possible and are cubject 6 tegular review by a
competent, independent and impartial suthority or judicial body. The

1. Btates Parties shall ensure effective access to justice for persons with
disabilities on an equal basis with others, including through the provision of
procedural and age-appropriate accommodations, in order to facilitate their
effective role a5 direct and indirect participants, including as witnesses, in all
legal procecdings, including at investigative and other preliminary stages.

2. In order 1o help 10 ensure effective accesz to justice for persons with
disabilities, States Partics zhall promoete appropriate training for those working
_in the ﬂﬁ]d of adminisration of JusncuLm:ludmg policeand prison staff.
Article 14
Liberty and securily of persen

1.  States Partles shall ensure that persons with disebilities, on an equal
basiz with others:

(2} Enjoy the right to liberty and security of pergon;

{5) Are not deprived of their liberty unlawfully or arbitrarily, and that
any deprivation of hiberty is in conformity with the law, and that the existence
of & disability shall in no case justfy a deprivation of liberty.

2. States Parties shall ensure that if persons with disabilities are deprived
of their liberty ﬂm:ugh any process, they are, on an equal basis with others,
entitled to guarantees in accordance with international human rights law and
shall be treated in compliance with the objectives and piinciples of the present
Convention, including by provision of reasonable accommodation.
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Artlele 15
Freedom from torture or cruel, inhumar or degrading
treatment or punishment

1. | No ane shall be subjected to tonure or to cruel, inhuman or degrading
treatment or pumishment. In particular, no cne shall be subjected without his or
her free consent to medical ar scientific experimentation.

2. States Parties shall take all effective legislative, administrative, judicial
or other measures to prevent persons with disabilities, on an ¢qual basis with
others, from being subjected to torture or creel, inhuman or degrading
treatment or pumishment. '

Article 16
Freedom from exploitation, vielence and abuse

1. Stiates Parties shall take all appropriate legislative, admimsirative,
social, educational and other measures to protect persons with disabalities, both
within and outside the home, from all forms of exploitation, viclence and
abuse, including their gender-based aspects.

2. . States Parties shall alse take all appropriate measures to prevent all
forms of exploitation, violence and abuse by ensuring, inter alia, appropriate
forms of gender- and age-sensitive assistance and support for persons with
disahilities and their families and caregivers, including through the provision
of information and education on how ta avoid, recognize and report instances
of exploitation, violence and abuse. States Parties shall eosure that protection
services are age-, gender- and disability-sensitive.

3. In order to prevent the cecutrence of all forms of exploitation, violence
and abuse, States Partes shall ensure that all facilities and programmes
designed to scrve persons with disabilities are effectively momitored by
mdependent authorities. -

4, Btatez Parties shall take all appropriate mesasures 1o promote the

.physical, cognitive_and psychological ITCOVETY, rehabilitation and social
reintegration of persons with disabilities who become victims of any form of
exploitation, violenco or abuse, including through the provision of protection
services. Such recovery and remtegration shall take place in an environment
that fosters the health, welfare, self-respect, dignity and sutonomy uf thc
p'r.'rs::m and takes into account gender- and age-specific needs.

5, States Partics shaell put in place effective legislation and policies,
inrcluding women- and childafu-cusud legistation emd policies, to ensure that
inztances of exploitation, violence and abuse against persons with disabilities
are identified, investigated and, where appropriate, prosecutad.
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Article §7
Protecting the Integrity of the person

Every person with disabilities has a right to respect for his ot her
physical and mental integrity on an equal basis with others.

Article 18
Llherl}r of movement and aatlonality

1.  States Parties shall recognize the rights of persons with disabilities to
liberty of muvement, to freedom to choose their residence and 1o a nationality,
" on en cqual basis with others, including by ensuring that persons with
disabilities:

(8}  Arc not deprived, on the basis of disability, of their ability to
obtain, possess and utilize documemiation of their nationality or other
documentation of identification, or to utilize relevant progesses such a3
immigration proceedings, that may be needed to facilitate excrcise of the right
to liberty of movement; ' :

2. Children with dizabilities shall be registered immediately after birth and
shall have the right from birth to a name, the dght to acquire a nationality and,
as far as possible, the right to know and be cared for by their parents.

_ Btates Parties to the present Convention recognize the equal right of all
persons with disabilities to live in the community, with choices equal to others,
and shall take effective and appropriate measures to facilitate full enjoyment
by persons with disebilities of this- right and their full inclusion and
participation in the community, including by easuring that:

{a) Persons with disabilities have the opportunity to choose their
place of residence and where and with whom they live om an equal basis with
others and are not obliged to live in a particular living artangement;
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(b) Persons with disabiliies have access to a range of im-home,
residential and other community gupport services, including personal
assistance necessary to support living and inchusion in the commumity, ard to
prevent isolation or segregation from the community,

their needs.
